Acting on gathered intelligence, the unit uncovered a suppression
of actual transaction values and wrongful availing of concessional rate of GST. The
investigation revealed that the developer was underreporting the sale value of
properties in official documents while collecting higher amounts from buyers
through cash transactions and wrongfully availing benefits meant for affordable
housing by paying GST at the concessional rate of 1% instead of 5%. Wonderful

The Chief Commissioner's Office, CGST Ranchi Zone organised a CPR
